27. Declarations of interest:

28. Planning Application A170735:  It was noted that two neighbours had expressed 

concerns about the size and design of the building to the Council. The Council resolved  
to express the following concerns about the application:  

1) The garage/workshop is too big compared to adjacent buildings – it appears to 
be bigger than the house.  It of industrial size and there are no industrial buildings 
in the adjacent area.  A building that is slightly larger than the present garage 
would be more appropriate.  
2) The building looks similar to an agricultural building but there are no large 
agricultural buildings by the side of the road in the community. 
3) The building is too high and is not in keeping with the surrounding area with 
regards to scale and appearance.  
4) The building would look better with a wooden/stone cladding, and with 
windows that face the road. 
5) The building needs to be screened as much as possible.
